Preface

he quote from St. Clement
of Ohrid leads us to conclude that human
spirituality is deeply rooted in man, to
compete with goodness, the Word and the
Letter. The Book is the pinnacle of human
civilization and it is the source of literacy. If in
it, in literacy we seek the root of history, then
the establishment of libraries - temples of the
scientific thought represent the highest level of
scientific civilization.

In the National Institution University
Library “St. Kliment Ohridski” - Bitola, which
this year marks 80 years since its founding, a
tradition towards books has been nurtured so
that no other institution has made a greater
contribution than the library which preserves
the past, the science and the knowledge, in the
present and the future.

In order to understand the role of the

The books in the monasteries were jealously
hidden, far from the world, in order to protect
our historical and cultural heritage, from the
various wars and enslavements that occurred
in these areas, and then, this city was given the
epithet prosperous.

The changes of the governments
in the city of Bitola led to the destruction
of the created cultural treasures, the books
that were a confirmation of the Macedonian
language and identity were destroyed and
looted. Afterwards, the conquerors would
create their own libraries. There is data that
the first Ottoman library in the Balkans was
created precisely in Bitola in 1434 - 1435.
The development of these madrasa libraries
was followed and increased in the following
centuries.

One of the most striking pages of the
life of the Ottoman Empire in Bitola is the
cosmopolitan and lexical diversity. The very
fact that various types of libraries existed is a
strong confirmation of this. The rich Jewish
libraries, the Vlach library, the Greek library
(later burned down), the first reading room in
1860, the public libraries and reading rooms in
the village of Bukovo, the village of Porodin,
the village of Gjavato, the illegal libraries
and finally, the development of the National
Institution University Library “St. Kliment
Ohridski” - Bitola which during all these 80
years from its creation until today (March
25th, 1945- today, 2025). Taking into account
all that has been mentioned previously, this
library of ours truly deserves to receive such a
monographic publication as this one now.

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Beginnings of librarianship in
Bitola and its region

he city of Bitola in its
centuries-long existence has contributed
a lot to the cultural history of Macedonia.
Namely, like every city, Bitola has its own past
as a verified artifact, namely the so-called
Bitola slab from 1016, on which monument
its name is found for the first time originally
written in Slavic letters in the vernacular
language. Thus, Bitola, not only in Macedonia,
but also more widely, is among the older
cities. The very fact that this slab represents
the third Cyrillic monument discovered
so far, testifies to the existence of literacy
both in it and in the surrounding area. That
literacy is connected with the existence of
the Ohrid Literary School, which educated
3,500 students. Among them, of course, there
were also those from this region who would
continue that literary literacy and enrich
the literary heritage of that period. In this
heritage, the characteristics of the original
Old Slavonic language are observed in the
preserved manuscripts, as well as in the Bitola
Slab, the Bitola Sheets, the Bitola Triod and
many others. All of these manuscripts most
often originated in the Christian churches
and monasteries mentioned in the Bitola
oral tradition, which according to Mehmed
Tefik were 70, and according to Cepenkov 72
monasteries.

In its long history, Bitola has gone
through many ups and downs. Wars,
characteristic for the medieval feudal society,
waged to conquer large complexes of lands,
were a frequent occurrence. They prevented

However,
literacy and books were cherished in Bitola.
This is confirmed by the entry in the margin
of the Bologna Psalter, by the hieromonk
Danail, in which it is stated that in the middle
of the city of Bitola he bought the Psalter
from the grammarian Theodore, for two
perpers and the gilded earrings from his wife.
It is characteristic of all medieval states that
literacy spread and cherished in monasteries
and churches, and with it the emergence of the
first literary works. Thus, the literary works of
medieval writers and copyists found a place in
the same rooms, more precisely in the rooms
intended for storing manuscripts. In fact, these
were our first libraries in Bitola and the its
region.

In the medieval period, the Bitola
region had a prominent development of
church - spiritual and literary life. It is in the
immediate vicinity of Ohrid and since the
time of St. Clement and St. Naum, the Ohrid
literary school has reflected and influenced
the development of literary activity in this
region. Also, the rich tradition of the Prespa
region played a role there, which came to
life especially during the time of Samuel's
Macedonian state from the end of the X and
the beginning of the XI century.

The Bitola region also became a
crossroads for the spread of literary and
spiritual tendencies that came from Mount
Athos, mainly through distribution from
Thessaloniki and Serres. The first written
Slavic source found in this area is the Bitola
inscription or Bitola slab, which dates back to
the reign of Samuel's grandson, John Vladislav
(1015 - 1018).

In the Middle Ages in Bitola was
organized on a spiritual and educational level
through its own diocese which was managed
by the Ohrid archdiocese. Numerous churches
and monasteries were built in its area, which
grew into active scriptorial centers and rich
libraries were formed in them. The manuscript
fund was rich and diverseand it was kept in
the vaults of the libraries within the churches
and monasteries, in the personal reference
libraries of the clergy, monks, abbots and
higher church dignitaries in their cells and
residences. According to some research, 14
monasteries built in Bitola and the Bitola
region throughout the medieval period have
been registered: St. Ana near Malovishte,
St. Mother of God in the village of Trnovo,
Bukovo Monastery of St. Transfiguration above
the village of Bukovo, St. Twelve Apostles,

It is known that the medieval
manuscript heritage of the monastery’s
libraries in Bitola and the Bitola region,
according to the territorial border, was wider
and mainly covered the areas of Demir Hisar
and other surrounding areas. In particular,
the Literary Center in v. Slepche, near the
town Demir Hisar cannot have the same
historical-cultural treatment with the literary
heritage that was created in the scriptoriums
of the narrower Bitola area, not to mention
the other famous centers that were within the
boundaries of the Bitola-Pelagonian Church
Diocese. The above-mentioned monasteries
in the Bitola region were also the main
scriptorium-library centers. The manuscript
fund in the monastery and private libraries
was enriched by the copying activity of the
clergy: monks, hieromonks, abbots, priests
and even higher church dignitaries. In the
research so far, medieval manuscripts that have
provenance from the Bitola monastery libraries
have mainly been registered.

Monasteries have always hidden
within themselves a progressive spiritual
connotation, which is manifested through the
recognizable architectural expression in our
country, through the woodcarving art to later

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the copying self-sacrifice of the monks to
imprint their own stamp on history and the
letter to become a witness of time. It is from
there, in the mental step of the founders of the
monasteries (mainly founders), lies the desire
for ethnic and linguistic recognizability. Here,
in the only seemingly lethargic atmosphere,
in the peaceful and mystical environment,
under the flickering language of light, with
the appearance of the first "lines" and "lines",
systematic work was done towards creating
a canon of Slavic medieval literature. Hence,
the Balkan Slavs, towards the end of the IX
century and in the X century were developing
a great copying and translation activity of a
theological and encyclopedic nature. After
Cyril and Methodius, and later their students,
were creating a system and typology of Slavic
literature, there is a transition to a more
intensive organization of religious and social
life. The oldest Ohrid manuscript school is at
the forefront here, which, over a millennium,
will shape the portraits of 3,500 founders of
Slavic literature and literacy.

Saint Panteleimon (Imaret) is the
first religious and educational center on the
territory of Macedonia, (893) according to
Theophylact, and the spread of monasticism
in Macedonia is associated with Naum of
Ohrid. So, the oldest libraries in our region
were mainly in monasteries. In the "book
feedings" (as the libraries were called in Old
Slavonic), manuscript books of a liturgical and
theological nature were first kept, and later
printed works. Experienced monks "men of
the century" participated in the transcription
work and strived to carry out the accurate and
correct translation of the liturgical books.

There are different data from several
visitors and researchers of Macedonian
monasteries and churches. Thus, J. H. Dzinot,
as the first collector of old manuscripts

and books, published several articles in
the "Carigradskinewspaper”" (from 1855
to 1865) in which he says that, during his
visits, he saw several loads of books in a
large number of monasteries. Namely, in
the Bukovo monastery, there are 20 loads of
Slavic manuscripts, which were destroyed by
some priest; in the Lesnovo Monastery there
were 10 loads of books, but when he visited
it earlier, there were 50 loads of books. In
St. Pantelejmon, in the village of Nerezi, 30
loads of manuscripts, mostly on parchment;
in the Markovo Monastery - 20 loads of
well-preserved manuscripts; the Treskavec
Monastery in the Prilep region had 20 loads of
books; St. John Vetrenski in the Veles region —
10 loads of books, etc.

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of our libraries was also registered by
other travelers - explorers, including Jovan
Hadzi Vasiljevic, who during his visit to the
Treskavec monastery found 11 complete
manuscripts and the remains of 47 other
various manuscripts, the Pchinjski monastery
had 27 complete and 80 fragments of books
as manuscripts, in St. Bogorodica, Matejche,
there were chests full of books, and in the St.
Bogorodica monastery, Karpino, there were
60 various manuscripts, etc. These data in
themselves speak of the rich literary fund of
our monastery libraries in the medieval period.

Based on the charters of the churches
in the medieval period, which were studied by
famous researchers (Vatroslav Jagich, Vladimir
Moshin, Viktor Grigorovich, etc.), they came
to the conclusion that there was hardly a
monastery that was not impoverished, robbed,
devastated, destroyed, burned down or even
completely destroyed. The monastery libraries,
in all the storms, assimilationist aspirations
and military situations in these areas, were the
most endangered part, so their destruction
is the cruelest act that resulted in a kind of
robbery of the most valuable evidence. The
scattered old manuscripts were later difficult to
find, and even more difficult to collect.

We further learn that Verkovich
collected more than a hundred christinan
orthodox manuscripts (including the Slepche
Apostle) and copied several dozen letters
and other historical texts, supplying them to
libraries in Belgrade, Zagreb, those in Russia,
and some other centers in Europe. Thus, today
the National Library in Sofia and the National
Library in Plovdiv hold a significant number of
Church Slavonic manuscripts of Macedonian
redaction from the XIII to XV centuries.
Manuscripts of Macedonian redaction are

The glorious literary and manuscript
work in the past periods (as the Ginot says) is
that solid base that was guiding for the future
written word in our region. In the Monastery
Libraries, as dynamic laboratories of human
thoughts that stimulate the manifest of the
literary creation and centuries later, it would
impose its significance as an instrument of the
science.

There were about 245 monasteries in
Macedonia, 90 of which have been destroyed
and all those sacred buildings in which
educational, literary and economic activity
took place were the driving forces of progress
in the Middle Ages. Then we can really claim
that the sign of the word had a sky in the
monastery manuscript, on which all later book
production was based.

In the XIX century, among the most
significant events is the process of the revival
of the Macedonian people, which took place
in all parts of Macedonia, including Bitola
and the Bitola region. In the first half of this

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for the opening of schools in the Macedonian
vernacular. The merchants of that time knew
that success in trade depended on the level of
the schools through which their children had
to go. Therefore, they sought to improve the
existing schools and opened completely new
ones, and instead of church subjects, they
introduced secular ones, the application of
which was required by the practical needs in
trade and crafts.

The more enlightened Macedonian
monks made a considerable effort to open
schools in Macedonian vernacular and to
help them materially. The first writers in
the Macedonian language also came from
the church environment. Joakim Krchovski
and Kiril Pejchinovich are the first writers
and messengers of the cultural revival of
Macedonia. Thanks to the help of Macedonian
merchants, they managed to print the first
books. An even more significant step was
taken when in 1838 the first Macedonian
printing house was opened in Thessaloniki
by Hadji Theodosius Sinaitski, which opened
up prospects for Macedonian cultural,
educational, and national awareness and
elevation.

The interest in books in Bitola has
always been great. It is especially noticeable
with the emergence of young intelligentsia
educated in European countries. The
development of trade and the emergence
of migrant workers contribute to the first
contacts with books, and at the same time with
science. The first private libraries are created.
Already in the XIX century there are a large
number of domestic private libraries with rich
book collections for that time.

The first reading room in Bitola was
opened in 1860. Its appearance is a reflection
of the newly emerging socio-economic
and cultural opportunities in the city. It is
known that Bitola in the XIX century was
the main administrative and commercial
center in Macedonia. The vigorous economic
development contributed to the strengthening
of education in Bitola, without which trade
could not be carried out, which was the main
economic force of the society in Bitola. The

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direct contacts of the Bitola bourgeois class
with the more advanced European centers
contributed to the transfer of cultural and
educational activity to Bitola and it became
the main focus of cultural and educational
life in Macedonia. The reading room in Bitola
satisfied a huge need for organizing and
expanding cultural and educational life in
the city. Its opening was made possible with
the material assistance of Bitola's brewers
and intellectuals. P. Dimkov Radevich, a man
of broad culture and education acquired in
Vienna, is mentioned as the main founder.
The main goal of the reading room was to
enable the people to follow the press that was
published both in the territory of the Ottoman
Empire and outside it, as well as to establish
a library that would contain books and
magazines in various European languages.

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In 1881, on the initiative of the
youth in Bitola, a reading room named
"Prosveshtenie” was opened again. It was this
reading room, with an announcement dated
on 8th April, 1881, that appealed to all citizens
to support the initiative to create a reading
library.

In Bitola, there were numerous
schools that were one of the important means
for the denationalization of the Macedonian
population. Thus, in addition to numerous
primary schools, there were also gymnasiums:

Exarchate (Bulgarian), Serbian Orthodox,
Romanian Lyceum, Greek Gymnasium,
American  (Protestant), Turkish, Jewish

Gymnasium and French College. The Turkish
and the Jewish served for the education of the
respective nationalities without having the
role of all the others, that is, for national and
religious propaganda. Without exception, in
all gymnasiums there were libraries, some very
rich (the Romanian Lyceum, the Bulgarian and
the Jewish Gymnasiums), while some with a
weaker book fund.

Thus, through the book, whether
religious or national propaganda, did their
job until the Balkan Wars, after which Serbia,
helped by foreign forces, managed to gain the
Vardar part of Macedonia, including Bitola.
At that time, the building of the Turkish
gymnasium (Idadi milki) by the Dragor River,
which still serves the same purpose today,
was used to house the Serbian gymnasium
under the name "Serbian Royal Gymnasium
in Bitola". During the existence of the Serbian
gymnasium in Bitola, the following libraries
existed: a teacher's and a student's library,
which are mentioned in the 1920/21 school
year as the richest, with a book fund of 1257
books. In addition to them, there was a library
at the Literary Society "Saints Cyril and
Methodius", a library at the Circle of Sober

The first reading rooms and libraries,
opened according to the directive of the
Serbian regime, were named after civic clubs
and civic casinos. The Bitola Civic Club,
founded in 1920, developed a pronounced
regime library activity. It would also develop
a rich propaganda, educational and cultural
activity. In addition to them, the ruling regime
also opened several public and school libraries.
Thus, from a report from 1927, we learn that
in the Bitola region there were 273 school, 218
student and 37 public libraries, with a total of
55 892 books in them.

The Bulgarian occupation schools
in Bitola and the its region, as well as in
all of Macedonia, during the occupation
(1941 - 1944) were and remained
influential institutions, tasked with erasing
the Macedonian national consciousness,
spreading and building the Bulgarian spirit
and glorifying and celebrating the San Stefano
dreamwhich was never overcomed by the
Bulgarians. The initiators of their opening and
organization were Bulgarian teachers. Their
number of the reading rooms in 1942 was 26
and fiew months later it was 38 reading rooms.
The Bitola city reading room was named after
the ideologist of Ilinden, Damjan Gruev. It
was established during 1941. Among its basic
program tasks were: organizing lectures,
printing books, initiatives and manifestations
of a national and cultural character. The year
1942, however, was filled with the opening
of numerous reading rooms in the villages,
in: Gjavato, Crnobuki, Krklino, Brusnik,
Topolcani, Logovardi, Srpci, Porodin, Bach,
Germijan, Bukovo and others.

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The national liberation struggle led
to a magnificent victory. On November 4th,
1944, Bitola was liberated by units of the
Macedonian People's Army. This date is the
brightest and the greatest in the history of this
city. Bitola and the villages in the Bitola region
can be proud of their contribution to this
struggle.

The free city of Bitola, with its
citizens and working people, began to
rebuild and build the economy, focusing
on the development of the material base
as a prerequisite for the progress of social,
educational and cultural life. In this process, a
particularly important place was occupied by
the library activity, which developed as a key
element of cultural progress. Bitola, continuing
its old cultural traditions, developed into an
important cultural center and librarianship
represented the foundation of education and
the spread of knowledge among citizens.
The libraries in Bitola became important
institutions, which encouraged the intellectual
development of the community, playing a key
role in the preservation and promotion of
cultural heritage, as well as in the development
of the reading public.

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Historical development and
transformation of
the Library

he National Institution-
University Library”St. Kliment Ohridski” -
Bitola is a modern cultural and educational
institution with a developed library activity.
Since its foundation until today, it has
continued the rich cultural tradition of the city
of Bitola and is an institution that constantly
offers its readers new titles, contents and
cultural events that enrich the cultural life
and also contributes to the advancement of
professional and scientific research activities.

The beginnings of the National
Institution-University ~ Library”St.  Kliment
Ohridski” - Bitola date back to 1945 when,
by decision of the City People's Board, it was
firstly established under the name City People's
Library in Bitola. The library has changed
its name many times as a City Library, Main
Library, so that today it bears the name the
National Institution-University —Library”St.
Kliment Ohridski” - Bitola.

From the existing documentation
it is evident that the City Public Library -
Bitola started its work with a well-established
book fund of 300 books. At the beginning,
the library did not have its own budget
and received financial assistance from
the Department of Education of the City
People’s Board - Bitola, as well as from some
companies and organizations. In 1956, the
social community began with more organized
financing of this institution, which began
a process of continuous enrichment of the
book funds.

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promotion and the activity of the Library
in Bitola was made with the Decision of the
Society of Librarians — Skopje, by which on
April 1st,1954 the Bitola Library became a
deposit library for the Macedonian publishing
production. This meant additional enrichment
of the book fund, not only with monographs
but also with periodicals.

A special role in the development
of the library as a cultural institution is the
constant care for our society, for the cultural
development of the youngest generations,
which contributed to the establishment of the
Children's Library on February 6th, 1955 in
the premises of the Pioneer’s House and from
July 1st,1959 it became a separate part of the
City Library.

With the rapid development of
the society, the overall book collection and
the number of library users are increased.
However, the limited spatial possibilities
and the distance of users in more distant
settlements imposed the need to open regional
libraries - clones. The first regional libraries in
Bitola were opened in 1957 in the “Jeni Maale”,
“Chinarot” and “Stevo Patako” libraries. While
in 1960, with the first Law on Libraries in the
SR Macedonia, in accordance with Article 51
and Article 52 paragraph 2, the Bitola City
Library grew into a Main Library. In 1966,
regional libraries were opened in the villages
of Bistrica, Kukurecani and Bukovo, in 1971
in the village of Lera, in 1977 in Dihovo and
in 1973 in the villages of Capari and Ivanjevci.
These libraries, under the auspices of the Main
University Library “St. Kliment Ohridski” -
Bitola played a significant role in the cultural
life of the city and rural settlements.

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During its eighty-year existence, the
Library was moved to different locations, as
follows:

o In the premises of the former hotel
"Tourist" on street"Shirok Sokak”, accross
the Memorial House of Culture;

o In the building of the Primary School
"Kliment Obhridski", today's Primary
School "Goce Delchev" - Bitola;

o In the premises of the former restaurant
"Royal" on street"Shirok Sokak" no. 80,
accross the cafe restaurant "Korzo";

o Until 1954 the library was located in the
building of the former Pioneer Home
"Trajche Magloski" - Bitola;

o From 1954 to 1974 in the building on
street " Shirok Sokak " no. 89, which was
used to house of the Municipal Board
of the Federation of Trade Unions of
Macedonia;

o Since 1974 the Library is in the building
of the previously adapted Surgical
Department of the old Bitola Hospital,
street "Leninova" No. 39 and

o since the fall of 1982, the Library has
been expanding into the newly built,
modernly designed library space, which
is functionally connected to the old part
at street "Leninova" No. 39 (today's "Pece
Matichevski".).

The premises, that is, the buildings
in which the Library was initially housed,
did not meet modern library requirements
and standards, and therefore, following its
development, efforts to resolve, in particular,
spatial problems are constantly present. More
specific actions in this direction were taken,
thanks to some of our fellow citizens and
library workers in general, among whom
the most consistent in the requests was the
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Oapama ¥ CTaHJApAu M 3aTOa, CIefiejKU TO

Specifically, such actions began to be taken
in early 1972. Since at that time neither the
Municipality of Bitola nor the Republic
were able to provide financial resources for
the construction of a new building or the
extension of the existing one (at 89 "Marshal
Tito" Street), the option was to find a building
from the existing fund of the Municipality that
would meet the needs. The choice fell on the
building of the former Surgical Department
of the City Hospital "Dr. Trifun Panovski",
which moved to the newly built premises. In
accordance with the governing factors of the
Assembly of the Municipality of Bitola, this
building was assigned to the Main Library and
its adaptation began immediately.

For their rights
and obligations, the subject of which was the
adaptation of the building of the Surgical
Department for the needs of the Main
Library, was concluded Agreement No. 0l-a
- 1255/1 of 21 March1972. The adaptation
began in the period May - June 1972 and
was soon stopped until April 1973. The
reasons for the interruption of the works are
not known, but most likely it was a lack of
financial resources. At the same time as the
adaptation of the building was taking place,
due to financial difficulties caused by a lack
of funds, republican assistance was requested,
which fortunately arrived very quickly, back
in 1973. In accordance with the Law on the
Redistribution of Funds for Non-Profitable
Facilities of General Interest for the Republic
for the Period 1971 - 1975 (“Official Gazette
of the Republic of Macedonia” No. 13/73),
the Municipality of Bitola was allocated
an amount of 3,000,000.00 dinars for the
construction of a deposit library. The funds
were allocated by Decision of the Executive
Council of the Republic of Macedonia No.
12-1227/1 of 14.05.1973 and the Decision on
the Determination of the Beneficiaries and
the Detailed Conditions for the Method of
Participation in the Construction of a Deposit
Library and the Procurement of Library Buses
and the Construction of Regional Archives.
This Decision states that these funds can be
used if the beneficiaries of these funds provide
at least 50% of the amount required for the
construction of the facility.

Since the Bitola Municipal Assembly
as an investor was not able to allocate funds
in the amount of 3,000,000.00 dinars, the
solution to the problem was approached in

Bitola Municipal Assembly, the amount that
was the estimated value of the old facility
- Surgical Department was reported and
that amount was rounded to 1,000,000.00
dinars, as well as the value of the old facility
- Surgical Department, which, with a special
calculation by the design bureau "Nova
Gradba", was estimated at 2,000,000.00 dinars.
Thus, financial resources were provided by
the Municipality of Bitola in the amount of
3,000,000.00 dinars.

The approval of these funds was an
opportunity to create a new concept for the
construction of the Library, different from the
first one, and also the one that was presented
to the republican factors when allocating the
funds. The new concept consisted in the fact
that a new wing was built that would be on the
left side and functionally connected to the old
building that would continue with adaptation.
The adaptation of the building of the Surgical
Department was completed, that is, it was put
into use on Fevruary 15th, 1974.

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The construction of the new building
was followed by a series of difficulties and
lasted for several years, but thanks to the
efforts of the library workers and the director
Stojko  Stojkovski (from June 16th, 1977
to September 1st, 1993), the building was
completed, equipped and put into use in the
fall of 1982. This completed one of the most
important processes in the history of the
Library in Bitola, as the foundations were laid
for further development, functioning and
modernization of library activities in Bitola
and the Bitola’s region.

In 2008, conservation and restoration
of the facades of the old part of the library
building was carried out and in 2009, the
external joinery of the old library building
was completely replaced and an attic was built
above the flat terraces of the new part of the
library.

A significant role in promoting the
activity of this institution is also played by the
constant care for the enrichment of the book
collections. Today, the National Institution
- University Library "St. Kliment Ohridski"
- Bitola is a modern cultural institution
that has a book collection of over 500,000
units of library material, most of which are
monographic and serial publications, and
in addition to them, it also has audio books,
electronic sources, small print, musical
material, cartographic material and video
recordings. Considering the fact that Bitola is
a consular city, a city of tradition, a city with
a rich cultural and historical past, today the
library is a place for exchanging numerous
cultural activities, ideas and platforms with
institutions and organizations from the
country and abroad.

Status changes
of the Library

uring its rich and long cultural

existence, the Library in Bitola, depending
on the possibilities and needs of both the
Municipality and the wider social community,
has experienced several status changes:

RO AANADDD

from 1945 to 1947 as City Public Library -
Bitola;

from 1947 to 1952 since it worked within
the House of Culture, it was the Library at
the House of Culture — Bitola;

from 1952 to 1960 as the City Library;
from 1960 to 1964 as the Main Library -
Bitola;

from 1964 to 1980, at the suggestion of our
fellow citizen Gjorgji Dimovski - Tsolev,
it was named the Main Library “Kliment
Ohridski” - Bitola;

Since 1980, with the establishment of
the second University in the Republic of
Macedonia, headquartered in Bitola, the
need for a university library inevitably
arose. Since then, the library in Bitola,
in addition to its main function, began
to perform a university function, and
the library was renamed the Main and
University Library “Kliment Ohridski” -
Bitola.

The last change is based on the Decision
on determining the network of national
institutions in the field of the culture No.
22-5574/1 of 22 December 2003 adopted
by the Government of the Republic of
Macedonia. With the mentioned Decision
of the Main and University Library “St.
Kliment Ohridski” - Bitola, the founding

by the Republic Self-Governing Internal
Community for Culture, which in 1978
announced a competition for the participation
of funds by the Municipal Public Libraries for
the purchase of library buses. Appreciating the
needs, interests and efforts of the Municipal
Libraries for expanded library and cultural
activity and the interest of the state in the
priority development of some regions, the
RSIZ for Culture approved funds for the
purchase of library buses for the municipal
centers: Berovo, Debar, Delchevo, Kumanovo,
Prilep, Tetovo and Skopje and in 1979 also for:
Bitola, Demir Hisar, Kriva Palanka, Ohrid,
Probishtip and Shtip.

The experiences of the mobile library
not only in our country, but also in many more
developed systems and the results achieved in
this area have shown that mobile librarianship
is a very popular and functional system in the
development of library activities.

ibraries have always been
centers of knowledge, culture and education,
playing a key role in the development of
societies. Today, technology plays a key
role in the transformation of libraries from
traditional spaces for storing books into
innovative centers for digital resources,
interactive learning and collaboration. As a
result of the rapid development and progress of
information technology, this institution from
a classic - traditional type of library has grown
into a modern automated library, capable of
successfully responding to the information
needs of numerous users.

The beginnings of automation date
back to 1990 when, with the entry into the
project of SNTIY (System for Scientific and
Technological Information of Yugoslavia)
from the Secretariat for Development of the
SFR Yugoslavia, Main University Library
“St. Kliment Ohridski” - Bitola received one
workstation - terminal, printer and appropriate
communication equipment which enabled it
to use the joint software JUBIB, developed by
IZUM in Maribor - Slovenia. JUBIB enabled
automated cataloging of library material
according to world standards, building a local
database, obtaining output printed products:
bibliographies, catalog cards, access through
the Yugoslav network JUPAK to international
information services and databases, i.e.

-Bitola became the second library in the library
information system (LIS) of Macedonia whose
processed bibliographic units were recorded
in the shared database of the Institute for
Information Sciences (IZUM) from Maribor.

The collapse of the SFRY also meant
the collapse of SNTIY, and with it the JUBIB.
The functioning of the databases was reduced
to the local level. MUL continued to enter
data at the local level and the connection with
foreign databases and e-mail was enabled
through MAKPAK.

At the beginning of 1996, after the
purchase of the Digital Alpha 400/166 server
and the establishment of the computer and
network equipment necessary for the needs
of the automated library operations, MUL
together with NUL “St. Kliment Ohridski”
- Skopje and the Faculty of Natural Sciences
and Mathematics (FSM) from Skopje
concluded a new agreement with IZUM for
the implementation of a newer version of the
library software, improved and upgraded
according to international standards for library
work under the name COBISS (Cooperative
Online Bibliographic System and Services),
and thus the program modules for:

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At the end of 2001, a new agreement
was signed with IZUM for the use of a newer
version of the software, i.e. COBISS2, as well
as for the activation of the module for shared
cataloguing and the establishment of a shared
bibliographic database COBIB.MK. Training
on shared cataloguing was conducted and
after that, on December 17th, 2001, the
mechanisms for cooperative bibliographic-
catalog processing of library material of the
libraries that were included in COBISS2
were activated. 50,521 bibliographic records
from our database were added to the shared
bibliographic database. In less than a year, the
holdings of the shared bibliographic database
increased for 15%.

Shared online cataloguing is based
on cooperative collection and distributed
data processing, which enables a rational
division of labor and savings in cataloguing
library materials. Each item only needs to
be processed once, after which the record,
through the shared COBIB database, is
available online to all participants in the
system. In fact, with the establishment of
the shared bibliographic database COBIB.
MK, the functioning of an integrated library
information system began in our country.
By the end of 2001, almost the entire book
collection was retrospectively processed, which
provided the main condition for activating
the module for automated lending of library
material. The test base of the COBISS/Loan
program segment was installed in September
2003, and in March of the same year, training
was held for 10 librarians to work in it. In
October 2003, we became the first library in
Macedonia to start working with the COBISS/
Loan segment.

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In 2003, an agreement was signed
in Belgrade to establish the COBISS.net
network and the free flow of bibliographic
records created in the autonomous library and
information systems of Macedonia, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Slovenia
and Serbia. COBISS.net interconnects the
autonomous (national) cooperative COBISS
bibliographic systems of the various countries
(COBISS.MK, COBISS.BH, COBISS.CG,
COBISS.SI and COBISS.SR). With the software
support of COBISS, it is technically possible
to download records from any shared COBIB
database and from the OKLK catalogue
(WorldCat).

During 2004, with the project
"Automation of the libraries of the
southwestern region", approved by the
Ministry of Culture of the Republic of
Macedonia, it was possible to connect five
libraries from the western region (Prilep,
Kichevo, Struga, Ohrid and Tetovo), thus
realizing the desire to further develop the
library - information system of Macedonia.
In our library, with the same project, a
new Digital Alpha server DS 15 and other
associated equipment necessary for the future
installation of the local databases of the
libraries of the western region were purchased.
Also, in order to follow modern information
flows, faster data flow and greater security, at
the end of 2004, a complete reconstruction of
the network infrastructure in the Library was
carried out.

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Museum exhibition

in the Library
he oldest rare books
in the National Institution - University

Library “St. Kliment Ohridski” in Bitola
date back more than two centuries, and the
Museum exhibition of the Library also bears
witness to the printing presses on which the
proclamation for the First Session of ASNOM
and the second issue of the newspaper “Nova
Makedonija” were printed.

The museum exhibition is located
in the old building of the former “City
People’s Library’, an imposing building
declared a cultural monument located in
the old protected city core. The first glances
inside the Museum, our visitors direct at two
printing presses that testify to our cultural and
historical past.

The printing press "Paul Muller"-
Berlin printed the second issue of the
newspaper "Nova Makedonija". The exact day
and month when this happened is on Tuesday,
November 14th, 1944 in the old State Printing
and Zincography "Goce Delchev" in Bitola.
The Museum also exhibits a printing press
"Josef Anger & Sohne"-Wien, which was used
in the printing press "Gutenberg"-Bitola and
on which leaflets, proclamations and other
materials were printed during the years of the
occupation. With the machine exhibited in
our museum, the "Proclamation of the First
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MmammuHa ,Jose¢p Eurp enn Cou“ - Buen

Session of ASNOM", held on August 2nd, 1944
in the Prohor Pchinski Monastery, was printed.
The printing press "Gutenberg" was owned
by the brothers Vladimir and Petar Dimov
from Bitola. Among the significant museum
machines and objects are a stapler with which
the pages and sheets of printed materials were
joined, then a clamp, a press with which the
printed materials were glued and fastened in
the work process, as well as other objects.

The National Institution — University
Library “St. Kliment Ohridski” in Bitola is
a modern institution that started with 300
books, and today it has over 500 000 units of
library material, of which a significant part
or over 70 000 are library goods that reflect
the past of the city and the country. Old and

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that are separated from the rest of the library
material are exhibited in the museum display
of the Library in order to be presented to the
public. The library has 279 unique copies
of books that are marked as rare in their
bibliographic record. The oldest publication
printed in Paris is a XIX century medical
manual, published in 1853 in French, namely
Manuel de médecine opératoire - a manual
for operational medicine by the author Joseph
Franc¢ois Malgaigne.

Of particular interest to visitors is
the exhibited copy of the famous "Mirror"
by Kiril Pejchinovich from 1816, then the
Dobromir Gospel from the XII century, the
second original edition from 1919 of the book
"Divine Comedy - Inferno" by Dante Alighieri,
printed in Croatian, and we also have the novel
Vie de Jésus (Life of Jesus) by Ernest Renard
published in 1863, the manual Manuel du
chimiste-agriculteur by Armand Florent Purier
published in 1866, a publication published in
1871 in Constantinople by the "Printing House
of Macedonia", monographic publications
from the period 1879-1945 and others.
However, we also have books that are in the
restoration phase, and which were donated by
Bitola residents who kept them in their home
libraries. These are books that remained from
the city's consular period, written in French,

The first volume of the work "War and Peace"
by Lav Nikolaevich Tolstoy, printed in Moscow
in 1912, is also carefully preserved in the
library's depot.

Of the rare periodical publications
available to the library, 15 titles have been
selected, the oldest of which are issues
1-52 of the newspaper Brankovo kolo: for
entertainment, education and literature,
published in 1908 in Sremski Karlovci - Serbia.
Then there is a large part of the magazine
Venac: literary youth magazine, published
in 1925 in Belgrade, Glas omladine s Juga
published in 1927 in Bitola, the second issue
of the newspaper Makedonija published in
1941 in Skopje (in Bulgarian and German),
Pelistersko eho which was printed during the
Second World War in Bitola, the newspaper
Pelagonija from 1945, etc.

Our visitors spend a long time
observing the personal belongings and rare
manuscripts of Ante Popovski, Vladimir
Kostov and Vancho Nikoleski. The invaluable
legacy of Ante Popovski's poetry, Vladimir
Kostov's novels or works of the writer Vancho
Nikoleski is an inevitable segment when
visiting our Museum. Right next to this
exhibition corner are several old Macedonian
books, including "Macedonian Spelling"
produced by the Language and Spelling
Commission of the Ministry of Public
Education, a Collection of Macedonian Folk
Songs by Blaze Koneski, "White Dawns",
poems by Kocho Racin, the one-act play
"Hungry Hen Millet Dreams" published by
the Small Ostenova Library, a reader for third
grade, a primer for adults, a book about Kocho
Racin, "Serdar" by Grigor Prlichev and others.

The
library also has 1227 defended master’s theses
in the period from 1978-2021 and 399 doctoral
dissertations from 1978-2023 which also
represent a legal deposit of the institution i.e.
its library property.

The library property at the disposal of
the National Institution - University Library
“St. Kliment Ohridski” -Bitola represents
significant library material which gives a
picture of our cultural and historical past.

Department for completion and
processing of library
material, bibliographies and
collections

his department is an
organizational unit within the Library that
is responsible for acquiring, recording, and
organizing library material. It is responsible for
developing the library collection and providing
users with accessible and relevant information.

The main tasks of the department are:
Acquisition of library material (acquisition of
books, journals, audio-visual materials, etc.).
Acquisition is carried out based on the needs
of the users, the development policy of the
library and the available financial resources.
In our library, the COBISS 3 / Acquisition
program and the Entry Book for Monographic
Publications are used to record and complete
the acquired and processed collection that
has arrived at the library via legal deposit,
interlibrary exchange, purchase and gift.

The Department for Completing
Library Materials is of crucial importance for
the functioning of the library. This department
involves the continuous acquisition of
monographic publications, constant
monitoring of the publishing production in
our country and the world. The cataloguing of
monographic publications begins with their
entry in the Entry Book, making book lists
and then follows the technical processing of
monographic publications and their entry in

The legal deposit copy is entered only
in the Entry Book and like other monographic
publications, it is distributed for cataloguing
processing through the book lists. After the
processing, monographic publications that
have been purchased, donated and that are
legal, deposit copies are entered again in the
Entry Book with their ID number, inventory
number and the book's signature.

This department is crucial for
maintaining the quality and the updating of
the library collection because it provides users
with access to modern sources of knowledge.

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The Department for Processing
Monograph Publications has existed in the
Library since its founding. In the first years,
bibliographic descriptions of publications
were done manually, after that, typewriters
were used in the process of processing library
material, and catalog cards were arranged in
various library catalogs. With the introduction
of automation of the library processes in the
early 90s, terminals, i.e. computers, began to
be used in the department. Over the past 80
years, this department has progressed in every
aspect, which is also evident in the increased
number of readers of all ages, and this is
certainly an indicator of the success of our
activity. Books that have already undergone
technical processing arrive in the department
every day and professional processing of
monograph publications is carried out
according to international standards and rules.

In our Library, for professional
processing of the library material, the program
support of the COBISS system (Cooperative
Online Bibliographic Information System
and Services) is used, accepted by all libraries
in Macedonia and partly in the region.
Currently, the COBISS 3 program is used for
bibliographic description of publications, and
in the near future all processes of processing
the book collection will be carried out in a
modernized program for work in libraries -
COBISS 4.

The department systematizes the
monographic  publications according to
the Universal Decimal Classification-UDC
system and the rules for subjectization,
and the bibliographic-catalog description
of books is prepared according to the
ISBD(m) standard - International Standard
Bibliographic Description for Monographic
Publications. The ISBD standards issued

Associations IFLA (International Federation of
Library Associations) enable uniformity in the
processing of library materials and successful
exchange of bibliographic information.

Every library has four basic tasks: to
collect materials, to process them, to store
and protect them, and to ensure their use.
Within these activities, ensuring accessibility
to library materials and discovering the
content structure of library holdings is
particularly important. An important step in
the classification of the book holdings is the
accurate determination of the subject (topic) of
a given publication.

Objectification or subject description
is a process of library processing of
publications whose purpose is to determine
and present their subject using a subject
identifier. The next stage in the work is
determining the appropriate index of the
specified subject. The UDC character system
is an artificial language, accepted throughout
the world, which eliminates many ambiguities
in natural languages. Its universality is seen
primarily in the fact that it systematizes all
knowledge into a relatively small number
of groups, and the application of decimal
numbers allows for unlimited division within
a group. Using only numerical indices, this
classification has no obstacles when it comes
to language and script. The professional UDC
catalog helps the librarian to have insight into
the representation of certain professional and
scientific areas in the library funds at any time.

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The Department "Completion and
Processing of Library Material” - Periodicals
collects, stores, professionally processes and
makes available for use the collection of
periodical publications which, in addition
to monographs, represent one of the basic
collections of the library. Periodical material
includes: newspapers, magazines, newsletters,
yearbooks, collections, reports from
institutions, scientific papers, almanacs and
any other source that is published continuously
in separate volumes or issues.

With the establishment of the library
in the distant 1945 the development path of
this department began with the collection
of the library fund (monographic and
periodical), which was processed according
to the then processing standards, and in
1953, conservation and binding of library
material began. When, in 1954, the City
Library in Bitola was declared by the Society
of Librarians - Skopje to be a Macedonian
deposit, all publications published in the
territory of the Republic of Macedonia, the
library received them as a mandatory copy,
with which the fund gradually increased over
the years. Since 1994, the first online records
have been made, and in 1996 the automated
library program in the COBISS platform began
and the processing of periodical publications
is carried out according to the internationally
accepted processing standard ISBD (S). Today,
the collection of periodicals is around 2600
titles and is placed in three warehouses, which
the library replenishes on a mandatory basis,
through purchase, exchange and gift.

The Library and  Bibliographic
Information Department, as an organizational
unit of the Main University Library St. Kliment
Ohridski - Bitola, was established in 1982,
and then in April 1986, after it was equipped
with personnel, it grew into the Bibliographic
Department.

This department researches, studies
and selects materials for inclusion in the
native bibliography (current, retrospective and
special), forms, completes and edits volumes
of bibliographies and prepares accompanying
texts for the bibliographies.

Native bibliographies are prepared in three
series:

« monographic publications,

 serial publications,

o articles from serial publications.

The first publication produced by
the Department was "Review of doctoral
dissertations and master's theses of scientists
from the Bitola area, defended at Universities
in our state Macedonia and abroad in the
period 1955-1990."

In the further work, the staff of the

department researched with all their capacity
and enthusiasm, the Library's funds which
were available for de visu processing.
‘The Bibliography Department decided
to prepare a retrospective bibliography of
the Bitola’s press in several phases because
periodicals most directly reflect the events in
the political, economic, cultural and scientific
life of the country and the World.

In the first phase, a retrospective
processing of the "Bitolski vesnik" (Bitola’s
newspaper) was made, because at that time
only that material could be processed "de
visu". The entire material has been processed
according to  appropriate international
standards, with the UDC system - Universal

Since 1996, bibliographies have
been fully prepared with the COBISS
(Cooperative On-line Bibliographic System
and Services) software support, which has
made bibliographic records accessible to a
large number of users. Bibliographic units
are determined by the following elements:
author, title, journal in which the article was
published, page number and UDC index.
Bibliographies have a selective character.
The units represented are bibliographically
processed "de vizu" according to ISBD
(International Standard Bibliographic
Description) and most often contain: a Title
Register, Author Register and Subject Register.
Over time, the Department has enriched its
contents and continued to prepare various
types of bibliographies.
